33. STUDENTS ACHIEVEMENTS AND AWARDS:

PTST is an innovative scheme introduced at our college recently.  Academically sharp students are selected in each discipline and they are given the responsibility of training their weak peer group in learning their subjects. 34. ACTIVITIES OF THE GUIDANCE AND COUNSELLING UNIT

· Counselling cell consists of a few kind-hearted, sincere and student friendly teachers who discuss their physical, emotional and intellectual problems and counsel them properly.
· Student Grievance Cell looks into the genuine academic grievances of students and redresses them quickly.
· Character, Culture and Curriculum oriented education is imparted in this autonomous and residential Gurukula Institute of life training.      A healthy counselling is done to every student at the time of his admission. He fills up a questionnaire, highlighting various aspects of Gurukulavasa. The Acharyas highlight the routine of the Gurukula that a student follows throughout his career. Very soon our students enter into the groove of our Gurukula thanks to the sincere efforts of the Acharyas.     
· Some times a few of the student-freshers will not easily get acclimatized to the new environment of Gurukula life. They may find it difficult to get into the system and feel like leaving the Gurukulam. Such students are counselled by a set of kind hearted teachers who will advise them with a parental care about the  merits of  the institution and persuade them to continue their study in this healthy atmosphere. These students are taken for a one-day picnic to Kodaikanal in order to break their homesickness.  It is a fact that most of the students get into the groove. Such students who are thoroughly convinced of the benign impact of the institution not only prove to be highly successful here but also bring in more students for admission in the succeeding years, citing the life-training imparted in this college.      
· Students can freely meet their Acharyas for academic counselling at any time. The course teacher monitors the academic progress of the students and counsels them. In case of necessity the problems are discussed with parents of the academically weak students.

· Students of our Gurukula are advised to have no reservation to contact the Acharyas to discuss any of their problems like physical, emotional or intellectual. Teachers help them with ever smiling face and counsel them properly. Physical ailments are well treated in the hospital available in the campus. The teacher in-charge of the health centre gives proper advice to the students to keep good health and hygiene. Apart from a teacher meant for the health centre, there are many more teachers who offer medical advice to the needy students.

37. BEST (HEALTHY) PRACTICES OF THE INSTITUTION             

· An ideal curriculum has three components  

a) Core subject based b) Skill imparting module oriented c) Character building.

· Worth of the curriculum is gauged by the application of some academic tools like a) Utility  b) Relevance) Neighbourhood - friendly  d) Impact

· Knowledge oriented subjects - Flexibility in curriculum - Horizontal and vertical mobility - Inter disciplinary and modular curriculum - original and innovative thinking curriculum. 

· Extended curriculum - neighbourhood children and women are benefited.  Harsh realities in the poverty stricken villages bring about a sea-change in the mental makeup of students. Science Exhibition to the Rural Masses, Mobile Library and Mobile Lab Sessions to the nearby rural school children.

· Skill imparting modules - Immediate employability - tendency to create jobs and not cry for jobs - self - reliant.

· Spiritual and ethical horizons are enlarged by Part IV Compulsory courses like 

a) Spiritual Education

 b) Value education  - They make man a better man.

· Impact is evident from the feed back of alumni who are our academic and cultural ambassadors.  

· Life contact between the teacher and the taught shapes the personality of the student in all the facets.

· Part II English taught for three years.  III year students learn English for Competitive Examination which enables them carry all the four skills of communicative English fresh when they leave the campus. In addition, Computer and Competitive exam oriented papers are included.

· Spoken English is a part of the curriculum. Joint evaluation by an internal and an external examiner is made and the proceedings are recorded in an audio cassette which is unique. Students’ progress in acquiring spoken English skill goes in an ascending order.  

· Self accreditation in 1993 and Academic audit in 1996 were done to ensure academic accountability leading to a self-academic check to identify our strengths and weaknesses.  Proper remedial measures were taken.

· We have signed an MOU with Madurai District Tiny and Small Scale Industries Association (MADITSIA)

1) Their representatives are members of Board of Studies (BOS).

2) Invited for guest lectures

3) Our students are provided on the job training and employment opportunities.

· Self Study Scheme (SSS)


Further, in order to improve the knowledge of the student our institution has a unique programme called Self Study Scheme for all the students including Post Graduate students.  For this scheme the library service has been extended to students between 6.30 and    8.00 p.m. 


Under Self-study scheme a student is provided an opportunity per week to visit the library during night study hour.  The purpose of this scheme is to inculcate reading habits among the students.  A student has to browse at least 100 books in a year from various disciplines and collect important Quotations from them. He has to submit an assignment in his own discipline for about 10 pages (Books or Journals) and one more assignment in 5 pages in a discipline of his choice.

· Streamlining and ability grouping after every test motivate students to try to achieve better academic status.

· Team teaching is used as a new teaching technique which achieves better academic results.  Students’ interest is kindled and learning process becomes effective. 

· Miming is yet another teaching tool which enables students to grasp the relevant learning points better. 

· Syllabi are unitized.  Academic planning for the semester is made and its successful execution is entered in the academic interaction record maintained and submitted to the Principal for verification every month by each teacher.   Well planned academic effort leads to better results.

· Peer Team Student Tutors (PTST) are the academically brilliant students who bestow utmost care to the slow learners.  Peer learning is found to be highly helpful.  Enrichment programmes are arranged to the fast learners. 

· Guide and Mentor System – At the commencement of academic year the freshers are given an orientation programme regarding the vision and mission of the Gurukulum, the various scholarships available, the possibilities of pursuing his higher education here and elsewhere.  Apart from the initial guidance, a course-long  academic and emotional monitoring  by the Acharyas is offered through AIF (Articulation and Idea Fixation Class) wherein each Acharya is in-charge of  15 students.  The small number enables the Acharya to exercise effective monitoring. 

· A ten-day intensive Bridge Course was conducted at the beginning of the academic year to the first generation college goers with the following objectives.

· To teach them the required vocabulary and basic English grammar.  

· To inculcate all the four skills-listening, speaking, reading  and  writing.

· To improve their skill in translation.

· Teachers from other faculties act as resource persons throughout the Bridge Course thus the optimum local resources are utilized.

· Group Discussion Forum enables the students acquire the communication skill in English.  A topic with relevant points to be discussed for and against is given to students well in advance.    External experts are also invited to train them in this regard.  Because of the training offered in this Forum, many are able to get admission in M.B.A., and M.C.A. where the entrance examination demands it. 

· Earn while you learn-Economically poor students are identified and opportunities are given to them by our Agriculture Swamiji to work in the fields on Sundays and during Semester and Summer holidays.

· Academic consultation to the nearby rural schools.  As a part of their extension activities all the members of English department visited the Government Girls Hr.Sec. School, Sholavandan and taught the students of IX std. the basic aspects of English grammar for 1½ hours every Friday morning during the year 2004-05.

· Transparency in evaluation - Photo copies of the summative          examinations answer scripts are supplied to students on demand. 

· Evaluation of   teachers is made by the students through a Teacher Assessment Questionnaire (TAQ) in addition to teachers’ own evaluation on themselves which makes the accountability factor realizable. 

· No compromise is made in 90 contact-working days per semester which does not include the three sessional examination days.  No student is left uncared when a teacher is on leave.  Either a teacher from the department engages the students or   Value and Spiritual education classes are handled by the teachers with the expertise or they spend their time in the library.

· Ours was the first college to be recognized by the UGC on par with Academic Staff Colleges to organize Refresher Courses in Value Education to University and College Teachers.   This is the recognition bestowed on us for our contribution to the realm of value education.
· Learner centered teaching methods like Group work, Role play, Project work, Field visit, Case study, Debate and Group Discussion.

· Teachers prepare their own teaching aids to suit the relevant needs of the students.   

· Prompt Evaluation of answer scripts is made. Discussion over the corrected answer scripts in front of the students leads to better performance in the subsequent examinations.   The sessional marks are sent to the parents promptly after each test.

· Examination work has been  completely computerized which helps for the speedy publication of results.
· Science Exhibition for the Rural Masses is organized every two years for the benefit of the schools where the basic lab facilities are not available. Indeed an opportunity to display the innate talents   and   skills   of   our students.   Science and Arts Exhibition to the rural masses.

· Every year we conduct spiritual camps for adults at  our  college  to  create  an  awareness  in  the youth   about  the    principles of           Sri Ramakrishna and Swami Vivekananda, the value of patriotism and our rich ancient culture.
· Culture camps are conducted during the month of April every year for school students by Prof. B. Ramamoorthy, Dept. of English More than 60 students participated in this camp this year.  The purpose of the camp is to inculcate the values of Indian culture, patriotism and discipline.  A one day picnic is arranged to Madurai to see the historically important places. 

· Our students formed an un-uniformed battalion during the May 2001 General Elections along with the local police force which reposed immense faith in the integrity and service mentality of our students.

· Counseling cell with committed teachers offers emotional and academic guidance to the needy students which make a sea change in their lives. 

· For strengthening social harmony among the different communities of several villages, our College has taken a number of strenuous efforts. Down trodden people are spiritually enlightened through temple worship.  There is always an internal urge in these people to have a temple in their areas.  Our College has satisfied their urge by helping them to erect temples with the liberal donations of our staff and well wishers.

· Our Alumni Association keeps the umbilical cord with the Alma mater alive.  They contribute liberally to strengthen the infrastructure of the institution – Instrumentation Centre, Medals and the Book Bank for the poor.  

·   Religious and Communal harmony prevails in our college campus wherein we admit students of all sections irrespective of their caste, creed and community.

· Group Discussion Forum enables the students acquire the communication skill in English.  A topic with relevant points to be discussed for and against is given to students well in advance.    External experts are also invited to train them in this regard.  Because of the training offered in this Forum, many are able to get admission in M.B.A., and M.C.A. where the entrance examination demands it.

· We follow absolute transparency in making admissions.  Government norms are followed in every respect.  Meritorious, Rural based and First Generation Learners are given utmost preference.


Personality Assessment

· The mission of the institution is to shape the over all personality of a student.  A student who enters into our Gurukula is exposed to the character building and culture oriented education. The spirit behind the words of Swami Vivekanada – “Education is the Manifestation of Perfection Already in Man” – is the guiding light at our Gurukulam. The perfection already in a student is brought out by enriching three aspects of his personality – Physical, Emotional and Intellectual – which is nothing but a harmonious development of Hand, Heart and Head. 

· The activities spread over right from early morn till late night are meant to enrich the Physical, Emotional and Intellectual blossoming of our students. All the students involve themselves whole-heartedly in these activities and there is a remarkable development in their personality at the end of the course. The impact of these activities on the students and the students’ willingness to learn the precious values from these activities are assessed by the Acharyas and their keen observations are recorded in the Personality Assessment Certificate.

· Our students value this certificate more than their Final Mark Statements. It is a fact that on many an occasion this Personality Assessment Certificate rather than the Mark Statement has fetched a job to our students. It is an ample proof that character building education is much sought after in the society. (The copy of the personality assessment awarded to each student at the end his course is attached in appendix). 

· Personality Assessment Certificates are issued to the final year students, when they leave the Gurukula after the completion of their studies.  Those certificates contain the consolidated assessment of the students’ personality in the three areas of Hand, Heart and Head.  Special certificates are issued to well behaved and best-behaved students at the end of the course.

Articulation and Idea Fixation classes

· Some speak but cannot think. Some can only think but cannot speak or communicate properly. Ideas without expression are useless. Words without powerful ideas are mere sounds. Ideas to be effective should be powerful in expression as well. In most Indian institutions the students are given little opportunity to think and no opportunity to speak or communicate. To make amends, we have in our Gurukula an hour set apart exclusively for idea formation and articulation. The role of the Acharya in the class is silent but effective guidance. The boys are to be left free to think rightly and speak rightly. Deep thought should find expression in smart words. To facilitate enthusiasm and involvement, the boys are divided into small groups of about ten. Each student is allotted at least five minutes to express himself freely. The allotted portion of the book is to be studied in advance and contemplated upon. The formulated idea or opinion is to be spoken out in the classes in the presence of the Acharya and the other  boys. In addition to clarity of thought and expression, boys are  sure to overcome shyness and stage fear due to the training and exercise in these classes. They develop fearlessness and questioning capacity. The reasoning faculty thereby gets sharpened.

· Articulation and Idea Fixation classes are a special feature in our Gurukula.  On every Wednesday one hour is allotted for this class.  ‘The Ramayana’, ‘The Mahabharata’ and ‘Vivekananda Vivaranam’ are prescribed as texts for I, II and III year students respectively.  ‘Value Education’ and Indian National Education” are analysed and discussed by the Post Graduate students under the guidance of the Acharyas.  Tests are conducted at the end of year to assess their knowledge of epics and respective texts.
